We continue with problem solving in Mathematics
each week. As we had a full contingent of Preps
for most of the week we explored counting to
from 10 to 20 and subitising these numbers.
Next week we continue with these numbers and
comparing, ordering and making correspondences
between collections. Year 1 began exploring 2 -

digit numbers and will continue with this content
this week.

During reading we will be practicing our decoding
skills and comprehension skills while reading
together and in our reading groups. Prep are
beginning to look at sight words that help us read
quickly. Year 1 will continue their individualised
sight word lists. They will be writing descriptive
stories and then looking at various forms of
poetry. | really enjoyed listening to the recounts

of our holidays during writing this week. Prep will
continue to develop their sentence writing skills,
using finger spaces, capital letters and sounding
our words as we write.

During Religion lessons, we will wonder about
Prayer, how we celebrate, why we celebrate the
sacrament of Baptism and what the symbols of
Baptism mean.

Through HaSS Prep will be exploring the

question;
What stories do other people tell about the
past?
How can stories of the past be told and
shared?
